TEAM ENTRIES: Notice of intention to enter teamayrbe made with individual entries. Teams will sishof 4 firing members from
the same organization. A team captain nmeshamed (Rule 12.1), but may be a firing membéneteam.

DIRECTIONS TO THE RANGE: The ORSA range is locatedthe Oak Ridge Turnpike (State Route 95) 3.Bsniest of the
intersection of lllinois Ave. (State Route 62) ahd Turnpike. The range entrance is the first mathe left past stop light No. 16 at
Nebraska Ave.

SQUADDING: All matches will be squadded. Squaddiickets for individual matches will be issuedts Statistical Office starting at
8:00 AM on Friday and 7:30 AM on Saturday. Comjoesi who fail to be at the proper firing point whéeir relay is called may lose
their privilege to compete in that event. Teamaheas will be squadded Sunday morning at 7:30 ANherrange.

IDENTIFICATION: NRA membership cards and classfion cards mudie shown before squadding tickets will be issued.
CLASSIFICATION: The NRA Classification system wilk used in all matches. Unclassified competivilscompete in the Master
class. Assigned Classification (Rule 19.6) or Terapy Classification (Rule 19.2) may be used.

DIVISIONS OF RIFLES IN REGIONAL TOURNAMENTS: Thengill be two divisions in Matches 1-7: NRA Matclifle and Service
Rifle.

CATEGORIES: There will be no separate categorigisizvthe Match Rifle Division. Two categories,vlian and Service, will be
recognized within the Service Rifle Division. T8ervice category will include Regular Service (R2&), Reserve (Rule 2.7), and
National Guard (Rule 2.5). All others will compete civilians.

RIFLE: NRA Match Rifle (Rule 3.3) or Service Rif{fRules 3.1, 3.1.1, 3.1.2, or 3.1.3) will be allolia Matches 1-8.

SIGHTS: Metallic only (Rule 3.7a) in Matches 1-8.

AMMUNITION: Rule 3.17, provided by the competitor.

TARGETS: SR at 200 yards, SR-3 at 300 yards, M&2-400 yards.

SIGHTING SHOTS: Sighting shots must be taken amdexd when allowed in the match conditions. Sighshots may be taken from
any position described in Rule 5. (except 5.13).

SCORING AND PIT OPERATION: Competitors and teanil e required to perform scoring and pit operattuties.
CHALLENGES: A fee of $2.00 will be collected IN ADANCE for each challenge.

AWARD SCHEDULE:

Individual Matches 1-7:There must be five or more entries in a clas®fa place award; eight or more for two awards; Ehdr more
for three awards. If there are fewer than fiveiestin a category they will be combined with amotbategory in the same class. If there
are still fewer than five entries after combininigcategories in a class, there will be no awardthat class. All competitors will be
moved back to their respective categories and aoeabwvith the next higher class, until a minimunfieé competitors is achieved in the
combined class. If there are fewer than five Hitgsters entered, they will compete for open awardg.
