COURSE OF FIRE: Similar to CMP Course B (CMP Rule 5-10 and Tdbig). All stages are fired
from the 200 yd. line on the NRA SR-1 target:

Stage 1 - Prone, slow fire, up to 5 sighting slaoid 20 record shots, in 25 minutes.

Stage 2 - Prone from Standing, rapid fire, 10 sH8® seconds.

Stage 3 - Sitting from Standing, rapid fire, 10tsh 80 seconds.

Stage 4 - Standing, slow fire, 10 shots, 10 mmwute
